CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of
as Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front,
in the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the
cross and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our
place for Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle
fingers) starting with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not
genuflect (brief bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar.
And remember that church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let’s pre-
serve and promote our own and beautiful traditions.

CATHEDRAL ROOF REPAIR: There have been a few roof leaks in our Cathedral for the past several years. In addition there are another leaks at
the sacristy area. Total cost for this work is $90,000.00 ($65,000.00-roof repair by patching/sealing of the Cathedral dome and $25,000.00-roof over
sacristy). We ask our Parishioners and all the people of good will to support this project and contribute to the specially established fund, which will
serve to cover the costs for this repair.

B. “God Became Human that Humans Might Become God” (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletins)

1. The Incarnation of the Son of God.

a. The Annunciation to the Virgin Mary.

188 The liturgical tradition of the Church magnifies the most holy, most pure, most blessed and glorious Lady [
and God-bearing One as being “more honorable than the cherubim and more glorious than the seraphim.” The
cherubim are the highest angelic order. The Church extols her “holy birth ... and her immaculate conception.” By
her purity and her being immaculate the Theotokos surpasses all visible and invisible creation. Nonetheless, at the
same time, she belongs to the human race spread forth form Adam and gathered in the Son of God. By conception
without seed within the womb of the most holy Mother of God, the Son of God “receives into his bosom the old
creation” and “manifests a new birth.” All of this is accomplished by the goodwill of God and the assent of the
Virgin Mary.

189 In the reality of her being the Mother of God, the Church also contemplates the mystery of Mary’s virginity, magnifying her
as the “Ever Virgin.” In the year 649, the Lateran Council defined “ever-virginity” as virginity before, during, and after the birth of
Christ. “[For you were a] Virgin before childbirth, and Virgin in childbirth, and still a Virgin after the childbirth.” With respect to
the virginity of the Mother of God, the Church understands her integrity, the wholeness of a person filled with grace, in whom bod-
ily and spiritual aspirations are harmoniously united in the fulfilment of a vocation from God. Her virginity is a virginity of “mind,
soul, and body.” Church iconography symbolically portrays the virginity and incorruption even in death, which the Church refers
to as her Dormition (Falling-Asleep). “Having fallen asleep in the flesh,” Mary was “awakened” by her Son to life in glory: “You
passed into life, for you are the Mother of Life.” The Lord glorified the soul and body of Mary—the first to be divinized from
