CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space.
In our Ukrainian Catholic Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to
God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The
following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as Catholic faithful. Please read the following information
prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front,
in the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the
cross and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our
place for Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle
fingers) starting with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not
genuflect (brief bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar.
And remember that church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's pre-
serve and promote our own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be con-
sumed, of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the
church - it is not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your
conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.
Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes
should be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be per-
ceived as disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers. Thank you for your consideration.

Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb others who want to stay and pray.
So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

B. “God Became Human that Humans Might Become God” (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletins)

1. The Incarnation of the Son of God. c. Theophany

197 At the baptism of Jesus Christ in the Jordan, the public ministry of the Savior begins (See Mt 3; Mk 1).
John the Baptist points to Christ in the Jordan and identifies Him as the “Lamb of God who takes away the sin
of the world” (Jn 1:29). During the baptism of Jesus, the Most Holy Trinity is make known: “Worship of the
Trinity was revealed; the voice of the Father bore witness to You, naming you the beloved Son, and the Spirit in
the form of a dove confirmed the word’s certainty.” “The voice of the Father” is the voice of the Heavenly Fa-
ther, and the “Spirit in the form of a dove” is the Holy Spirit, who descends upon Christ, revealing him to be the
Son of God. For this reason, Church traditions refers to the Baptism of Jesus Christ as the Theophany (from the
Greek, meaning divine appearance).

198 The Theophany at the Jordan is liturgically connected with the feast of the Nativity. In her celebration o
both these events, Church tradition emphasizes that both the Incarnation and the Baptism of the Lord are when B
God appears (in Greek, theophania). In accordance with the text of the Great Blessing of Water at Theophany, “in the preceding
feast we have seen you as a babe, and in this present feast as perfect human, appearing as our perfect God.” At the nativity, God
the Word “was born,” but now he “appears in the flesh to the human race.” At the Nativity, the “Sun of Righteousness” rose, and
now it “shines forth.” In the liturgical tradition of the Church, the feast of Theophany is also called the feast of [llumination. The
sticheras of the feast of Theophany elucidate the bond between the feast of the Nativity and Theophany: What was announced by
the angel is now announced to the people by the Baptist; the spilling of infant blood caused Bethlehem to become childless, but
through the sanctified waters of baptism, the Jordan now has many children. What was announced by the star to the magi in Beth-
lehem is now revealed to the world by the Father himself.

199 The Son of God, “who covers himself with light as with a garment ... today is covered by the streams of the Jordan.” Christ
himself “has no need to be cleansed by them; but through the cleaning that he himself receives he bestows regeneration on us.”
“Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan, to be baptized by him. John would have prevented him, saying, ‘I need to be
baptized by you, and do you come to me?’ But Jesus answered him, ‘Let it be so now, for it is proper for us in this way to fulfil all
righteousness’” (Mt 3:13-15). The God-man enters into the Jordan waters: “As a man he came to be baptized, and the Jordan
feared him as God and turned back. As a man he bared himself and entered the water, and the Father testified that he was God,
saying: ‘This is my beloved Son.”” (will be cont’d in the next weeks bulletins)
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
