Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) starting
with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief bending
of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that church is a
holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our own and beauti-
ful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a pro-
cession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church - it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb oth-
ers who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

B. “God Became Human that Humans Might Become God”

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. (Symbol of Faith)
He will come again to reward each according to their works. (Anaphora of the Liturgy of Saint Basil the Great)

4. The Second Coming of Christ in Glory. a. Presence of the Risen Christ

241 The Risen Christ said to his apostles: “And remember, | am with you always, to the end of the
age” (Mt 29:20). Christ is always present in his Church, especially in the Holy Mysteries, in the Word of
Holy Scripture, in the liturgical assembly, in the lives and struggles of the saints, in their relics, and in holy
icons. The risen Christ offers us the grace of rebirth and new life. As the apostle Paul teaches, the old per-
son within us dies and a new person rises in Christ: “Though our outer nature is wasting away, our inner
nature is being renewed day aby day” (2 Cor 4:16). Having put on Christ in Baptism (see Rom 6), a person
grows “to the measure of the full stature of Christ” (Eph 4:13) until, according to the words of the apostle
Paul, one can affirm: “It is no longer I who live, but it is Christ who lives in me” (Gal 2:20).

242 Through the power of Christ’s Resurrection, human death becomes a passing over (pascha) to eternal
life. “I fear no linger the return to the dust, Lord Christ, for in your great mercy through you Resurrection i
you have led me, forgotten, from the dust to the heights of incorruption.” Christ himself is the guarantee Christ Our Pascha
for the victory over death and corruption: “I am the resurrection and the life. Those who believe in me, [RETEIEETOIEE T
even though they die, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die” (Jn 11:25-26).

b. Union of the Earthly and Heavenly in the Glorified Christ

243 The Risen Christ, who continues to abide in human history for all days, progressively draws all people and all creation to
himself through the community of the Church. The consummation of this drawing to himself is the second and glorious coming
of Christ; for God will unite all heavenly and earthly creation in Christ (see Eph 1:10). “[Christ] is himself a harbinger of his
spiritual advent, leading our souls forward by his own teachings to receive his divine and manifest advent. He does this cease-
lessly, by means of the virtues, converting from the flesh to the spirit those found worthy. And he will do it at the end of the
age.”

244 The transfiguration of the created world will culminate in the mutual collaboration of God and the human race. Only then
will the majesty of God’s plan for creation be revealed. Testifying about this transfigured world, “a new heaven and a new
earth” (Rev 21:1), the apostle Paul writes that “no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor the human heart conceived, what God has
prepared for those who love him” (1 Cor 2:9). (will be cont’d in the next weeks bulletins)
