CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE. Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) starting
with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief bending
of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that church is a
holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our own and beauti-
ful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a pro-
cession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church - it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb oth-
ers who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

A SPECIAL REQUEST.: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy please close all Liturgy books and/or hymn books/brochures and return them to
their proper place. Also, please do not leave any church bulletins or other reading material in the pews. Let us all do our part to be true stewards of
our Archeparchial Cathedral by helping to keep the Cathedral pews clean and neat. Thank you very much for your understanding and cooperation.

¢. The Life-Creating Spirit is the Giver of Grace

266 The Source of all grace is God the Father. From the Father, through the Son, and in the Holy Spir-
it, the grace of God descends upon all creation and sustains it s existence. By the power of grace, being
has been wisely ordered, the laws of nature have been established, and the beauty of the universe and of
humankind has been designed. Of all that was created, only humankind, called to life in God, has been
granted the ability to cooperate with Holy Spirit, the Treasury of Blessings, who grants God’s grace in a
variety of gifts (see 1 Cor 12:4-13). In this cooperation (in Greek, synergia), the natural powers (in
Greek, energiai) of humankind are united with the divine and uncreated gift of the grace of the Holy
Spirit.

267 The bearer of God’s grace in the world is Christ’s Church. Through the ministrations of the Holy
Mysteries, by means of sanctification and blessing, she apportions grace to those who believe in Christ. o
Through prayer, ascetical effort, and a life of virtue, Christians grow in the grace of the Holy Spirit to [ OLIC CHURCH
the fullness of divinization. Transfigured by grace, human nature abides in God’s nature, “without divi-
sion or confusion.” At the same time, in humankind and through humankind, the nature of all creation is transfigured to its
final consummation, as “a new heaven and a new earth” (Rev 21:1).

268 Through his Resurrection, Jesus Christ revealed new life, and in the Holy Spirit he grants this life to us. The Holy
Spirit is “Life and Life-giver; Light and Light-giver; absolute Good and Spring of Goodness.” The Christian is a kind of
“master” of creation who sanctifies and transforms it because of the grace of the Holy Spirit:

For after we have obeyed the Lord, and in his Spirit nurtured on earth the values of human dignity, fellowship, and freedom,
and indeed all the good fruits of our nature and enterprise, we will find them again, but freed of stain, burnished, and trans-
