ELIGIBILITY FOR SPONSORSHIP: Those who are not registered and do not attend church on a regular basis are not eligible to be sponsors for
Baptism & Confirmation. The requirements for sponsor are: sponsor must be 16 years old or older, must have received the Sacraments of Baptism,
Confirmation as well as Sacraments of Confession and Holy Eucharist. If married, marriage must be recognized by the Catholic Church.

CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of
as Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front,
in the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the
cross and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our
place for Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle
fingers) starting with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not
genuflect (brief bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar.
And remember that church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let’s pre-
serve and promote our own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be con-
sumed, of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the
church - it is not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your
conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.
Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

C. The Church—An Icon of the Most Holy Trinity
2. The Church is One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic

283 The Holy Fathers, in unified conciliar fashion, summarized the most distinctive signs of the Church of
Christ in the Niceno-Constantinopolitan Symbol of Faith. Relying on other professions of faith used from
apostolic times, they referred to Christ’s Church as being “one, holy, catholic, and apostolic.” These four
signs of the Church become manifest in the light of faith, to be revealed in full glory at the second coming of
Christ.

a. The Church is One

284 The Church of Christ is one, for God is one: there is “one God and Father of all” (Eph 4:6); and one is
Jesus Christ, the Builder of the Church. As we read in Matthew 16:18, “I will build my church.” Built by
Christ and enlivened by the Holy Spirit, the Church is “the mystery of indivisible unity, in the image of the
Most Holy Trinity.” The unity of the Church is founded on the one common faith in the Most Holy Trinity— (@)t @I a 2 ]
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit—and in one baptism: “one faith, one baptism” (Eph 4:5). By one faith and one 11SM OF THE
baptism, those who have believed become members of the one Body of Christ: “So we, who are many, are HOLCCHbECH
one body in Christ, and individually we are members one of another” (Rom 12:5). The one Church is the pre-
figurement of a unified People of God, which will become perfectly manifest in the kingdom of God.

285 The Mystery of God’s Life, “the mystery that has been hidden throughout the ages and generation” (Col 1:26), was revealed
to humankind in the Incarnate Word of God. In the same way, the Church of Christ, the mystical Body of Christ, becomes visibly
manifest in self-governing Churches. It is in these, and formed out of them, that the one and unique Catholic Church exists.
