CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of
as Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front,
in the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the
cross and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our
place for Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle
fingers) starting with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not
genuflect (brief bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar.
And remember that church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let’s pre-
serve and promote our own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be con-
sumed, of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the
church - it is not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your
conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.
Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes
should be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be per-
ceived as disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

304 The fullness of Christ’s Church operates in every self-governing Church that remains in communion [, . ™%,
with other self-governing Churches. The visible sign of communion among Churches is the universal Pon-
tiff, the Pope of Rome, whose primacy in love and in teaching ministry belongs to the heritage of faith of all
Christianity. Extolling Pope Saint Clement, Metropolitan Ilarion of Kyiv acknowledged him to be “the
praise of martyrs, the adornment of hierarchs, and the unshakable foundation of the Church of Christ, against
which the gates of hell cannot prevail.” Communion with the Church of Rome is the sign and condition for
belonging to the Universal Church. “For from the coming down of the Incarnate Word among us, all the
churches in every part of the world have possessed that greatest church alone as their base and foundation.”

305 “Around the Eucharist and sacred worship, self-governing Churches were formed within the one
Church of Christ.” In every self-governing Church, the mystery of God’ love is fulfilled in the ministry of
the Eucharist, and on this basis, the custom developed to refer to self-governing Churches as “Sister- ; 7
Churches.” Every self-governing Church has the saving faith, an uninterrupted apostolic inheritance, and Chrl_St Our _PaSLha
true Holy Mysteries. Thus, the name “Sister-Church” signifies the recognition of these attributes in another [ e
Church. It also emphasizes the equality of self-governing Churches.

306 The communion of Churches has been clouded by the sin of ecclesial divisions. In the history of the Sister-Churches, it be-
came necessary to overcome consequences of human sin and weakness. An example of overcoming such ecclesial division was the
communion of Churches achieved at the Council of Florence—and subsequently, on the basis of the Florentine tradition, at the
Union of Brest:

“Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth rejoice” [Ps 95[96]:11], for the wall that divided the western and the eastern church has
been removed, peace and harmony have returned, since the cornerstone, Christ, who make both one [see Eph 2:20; 2:14], has
joined both sides with a very strong bond of love and peace, uniting and holding them together in a covenant of everlasting unity.
The path to renewal of communion among Churches depends upon a renewed awareness of the self-governing Churches that they
are Sister-Churches in the bosom of the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church: “And now ... the Lord is enabling us to discover
ourselves as ‘Sister-Churches’ once more, in spite of the obstacles which were once raised between us.”

The church provides special norms and guidelines to assist the faithful during their spiritual journey throughout the
Great Fast. These spiritual aids are to be considered helpful practices for spiritual enrichment that the faithful should warm-
ly embrace during Great Lent and Holy Week, which precede the glorious Feast of the Resurrection of Our Lord, Pascha.
May our Lord bestow His grace and blessing upon you during this holy season as you journey through the Great Fast.

Spiritual Regulations for the Great Fast: Although our Church traditionally prescribed abstention from meat and dairy products
in days gone by for the entire duration of the Great Fast, the following are the minimal Lenten regulations today:

Abstinence from meat and all dairy products on the First Day of the Great Fast and on Good Friday.

Abstinence from meat only on all Fridays of the Great Fast as well as Holy Saturday. It is also traditional to abstain from meat
on Wednesdays during the Great Fast.

Everyone should receive the Holy Mysteries of Reconciliation and Holy Eucharist during the period from the onset of Great Fast
to the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday.

The Fasting and Abstinence regulations are not binding on persons 60 or older, the very poor, sick, nursing or pregnant women,
children below the age of 14, and those who engage in physically very hard labor. However, all are urged, if able to do so, to observe
the fasting and abstinence regulations.

All the faithful are urged to attend the Lenten services such as Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, Stations of the Cross, Akafist of
the Passion and the Commemoration of the Deceased (Sorokousty).

Such good deeds as almsgiving, visitation of the sick, Bible reading and praying for vocations to the priesthood and religious life
are most earnestly recommended to all the Faithful. This year, families are especially urged to pray together in the mornings and eve-
nings.

Great Fast Liturgical Guidelines: The weekdays of the Great Fast are aliturgical. No Divine Liturgy, even for funerals, should
be celebrated. Funeral Divine Liturgies are permitted on the liturgical day of Saturday. On Wednesdays and Fridays of the Great
Fast, the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts is to be celebrated. Typika may be used the other days. The Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the
Great is to be celebrated for Sunday Liturgies during this time.

During Holy Week, the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts is to be celebrated Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday. There is no
Divine Liturgy celebrated on Good Friday and Holy Saturday. On Holy Thursday, Vespers with Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the Great
should be celebrated. On Holy Saturday, Vespers with the Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the Great is to be celebrated.
