CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE. Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS: WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) start-
ing with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief
bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that
church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our
own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church — it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

c. Saints of Christ’s Church. 316 Holiness is a gift of the Holy Spirit. Through this gift, as we become Christ-like we become chil-
dren of our heavenly Gather. The Lord, who alone is holy, grants his own holiness to humankind and comes to dwell within:
“Those who love me will keep my word, and my Father will love them, and we will come to them and make our home with
them” (Jn 14:23). Christian holiness is the manifestation of humankind’s divinization. “All you saints who rejoice with a splendor
that surpasses every spirit, the psalmist calls you gods because you dwell close to God and receive the deifying rays from his light.

317 In Christianity, holiness is connected with witnessing to the faith, often expressed through martyrdom. The word martyr
(from the Greek, martys, meaning witness) emphasizes not so much the fact of suffering as testifying to Christ. “The choirs of
saints have shown youthfulness and fortitude on suffering. They have accepted painful wounds for the sake of incorruptible crowns
of glory and beauty.”

318 The Church also recognizes as saints the faithful who have chosen the way of ascetical struggle. They are called venerable
ones (in Slavonic prepodobni, meaning most like) for in their ascetical way of life they have obtained the gift of God’s likeness,
having made the journey from the “image” to the “likeness” of God: “All you venerable ones, who lived in holiness, you van-
quished the demons; and extinguishing torments of conscience, you valiantly endured the burning of the passions.”

319 The Church sings the praises of the struggles of the holy hierarchs—the bishops—who by the ministry of the Word and the
celebration of the Holy Mysteries strengthened and nurtured the Church of Christ: “Taught by the word of God, the holy hierarchs
became divine mouthpieces.” The struggle of confessors is the fight for truth and its defence against various heresies, as well as the
courageous profession of faith in Christ in times of persecution. Yet another manifestation of holiness recognized s
by the Church is selfless social service to the disadvantaged and the infirm. Thus the Church also venerates unmer-
cenary wonderworkers, selfless physicians who took no money.

320 At the head of the choir of saints is the most holy Mother of God: “More honorable than the cherubim and by
far more glorious than the seraphim.” Together with her the Church venerates the apostles of Christ, the evangelists
and preachers—those who have proclaimed the Gospel. The Church also venerates the Old Testament righteous
ones—the patriarchs and prophets—as well as the invisible world—angels and archangels. This is because the sanc-
tifying action of the Holy Spirit embraces the entire history of salvation.

321 The struggles of the Church’s saints are described in the texts of the lives of the saints as word-icons of these |
holy people, written in the light of divinization by grace. The hagiography of a saint, just as the content of his or her E&S
icon, consists not so much In presenting a biography as in portraying his or her spiritual qualities. The fullness of a saint’s sp1r1tua1 =
life is described in hagiographies as the achievement of the communion with God. This communion is attained by living a life of &
profound prayer, love of neighbor, and harmony with the surrounding world. (will be cont’d in the next weeks bulletins) S
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
