CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE. Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS: WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) start-
ing with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief
bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that
church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our
own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church — it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

2. The Liturgy of the Word (Liturgy of the Catechumens) A

d. Hearing the Word of God, Responding to It, and Prayer

366 By his Word the Lord created the world; by his Word at Sinai he called to ministry his Chosen
People; in the incarnate Word he gave his people salvation. We are called to receive the Word of God
and to answer to it in faith: “All the words that the LORD has spoken we will do!” (Ex 24:3). To truly
hear the Word of God means to act on it: “Blessed rather those who hear the word of God means to act
on it: “Blessed rather are those who hear the word of God and obey it!” (Lk 11:28). Those who lis-
tened to John in the desert and those who listened to Peter on the day of Pentecost asked: “What then
shall we do?” (Lk 3:10; Acts 2:37). When we respond to the Word, we receive its life-giving power 5
and, as did the Mother of God, we preserve it in our hearts and enflesh it in our lives. Christ Our Pascha

367 The Word of God shines in our hearts “the pure light of ... Divine knowledge,” as the Prayer [ECHISM OF THE
before the Gospel teaches us. To hear the Word of God means “to understand the message of [the ] I
Gospel” in order to accept it as “blessed commandments that we may subdue all carnal desires and
follow a spiritual way of life, thinking and doing all that pleases” God. We incline our heads during the reading of the Gos-
pel as a sign of reverent listening and acceptance of the Word of God. In the homily, the priest proclaims the Good News
about the mighty deeds of God, calls us to embody the Word we hear: “[He] instructs and exhorts [us] to the imitation of
these good things.” The faithful listen to the Word of God, which the Lord addresses to them through the reading of the
Epistle and Gospel, and through the homily. They receive the Word of God into their hearts as a seed that should bring forth
good fruit in their lives. Receiving in this way communion in Christ the Word, they become its bearers and heralds.

368 In the Insistent Litany, the Church prays “that we may be accounted worthy, having learned the truth, by our deeds
also to be found good citizens and guardians of what is commanded, so that we may be saved with eternal salvation.”
Whereas in the Litany of Peace at the beginning of the Liturgy we prayed for the whole world, in the Insistent Litany we
mention the faithful by name, we add the special petitions of the assembly in response to the received Word of God, and we
entreat God’s help for the different circumstances in the lives of the faithful.

369 In the Litany for the Catechumens, the faithful pray for those preparing for Baptism. They pray that the Lord would
“teach them by the word of truth” and (during the second half of Lent) that the Lord “number them among [his] chosen
flock.” The catechumens were admitted to the Banquet of the Word in order to help them achieve spiritual maturity and heal
spiritual illnesses. Before the beginning of the Banquet of the Eucharist, however, they were dismissed. “Only the faith-
ful” (the baptized) remained, those who had gathered to be nourished by the food of eternal life—the Body and Blood of our
