CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) start-
ing with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief
bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that
church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our
own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church — it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

a. The Holy Mystery of Baptism
3) Our Baptism Is “the Blessing of the Jordan”

413 In the Rite of Baptism, the Church prays that “the grace of salvation and the blessing of
the Jordan” descend upon the water. We pray that in this Baptism, that which was revealed at
the river Jordan will be realized now. There, the Father, through the Holy Spirit, declared Jesus
to be his beloved Son. That which was manifested in Christ---being the Son of God—becomes
the reality of all who are baptized.

Upon you also, if you possess sincere piety, the Holy Spirit will descend, and from above will be
heard over you the voice of the Father, saying not “This is my Son” but “This has now become
my son.” For to Christ alone belongs the “is” ... To you belongs “has now become,” since you
do not possess the sonship by nature, but receive it by adoption. He is son eternally, PR Christ Our Pascha
receive that grace by advancement.

414  Baptism is the first Mystery that a person needs to receive in order to enter the Church, IS
the ark of salvation. It is the means by which one becomes a member of the Church, the Body of Christ. “Whence is it
that we are Christians? Through our faith would be the universal answer. And in what way are we saved? Plainly be- «
cause we were regenerated through the grace given in our baptism.” Baptism unlicks the assess to the other Holy Mys- -
teries and sacred rites in the Church through which the Lord sanctifies, vivifies, and leads his Church as a whole and
each believer in particular. This is why the baptized already become “heirs of the kingdom” and receive the:
“blessedness of the saints.”

4) One Baptism for the Remission of Sins

415  In Baptism a person receives remission of all sins: “Where sin increased, grace abounded all the more” (Rom
5:20). Having been united to Christ and having become a temple of the Holy Spirit, the Christian is freed from enslave-
ment to sin and death through the action of divine grace. He or she becomes capable of growing into the likeness of
God. Divine filiation and the capacity for divine likeness through Christ in the Holy Spirit is given to the baptized per-
son once and for all. That is why this Mystery can be received only once in a lifetime. Even after Baptism, however,
the person who is not yet tempered in choosing what is good, is inclined to sin. Therefore, one turns to the Mystery of ;
Repentance. In the Holy Mystery, one continues on the path of repentance, conversion, cleansing from sin, and
strengthening in the virtues.
