REMEMBER THAT THERE IS NO VACATION FROM GOD! Attend Liturgy every Sunday as a family. When out of the area,
look for a church to attend. Also, continue to use your Sunday offering envelopes when on vacation. Our expenses take no vacation.
FIND LITURGY TIMES ANYWHERE: Going on vacation doesn’t mean skipping Sunday Liturgy. With few exceptions and with
a little planning, you can find a Catholic church in or near almost any location. By telephone, you can call the chancery of the dio-
cese or archdiocese you will be in and request information on local churches. Going online on your computer will provide all the
information you need. For one-stop shopping go online to www.masstimes.org. This provides a link to parish and/or diocesan web-
sites or church locations and contact information. Simply enter a Zip Code, city, state, country or area code for Catholic church loca-
tions. Masstimes.org has listings for 110,000 churches worldwide. You may also use your GPS by searching Catholic Church under
Points of Interest.

SACRAMENTS OF BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION: These Sacraments are administered upon a request by the parents, or if
you are an adult who wishes to be baptized, please contact Father Roman at least two weeks in advance. SPONSORS: Those who
are not registered and do not attend church on a regular basis are not eligible to be sponsors. Also, a sponsor must be at least 16 years
old, must have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Penance and Holy Eucharist. If married, the marriage must be
recognized by the Catholic Church.

MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to
make an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including
Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

b. The Other Days of the Week B 00 i

560 Just as Christian tradition views the daily cycle as an icon of the history of salvation, so also the |l /
week is viewed as such an icon. The week has its beginning in the creation of the world and its culmi-
nation in the glorious second coming of Christ. Sunday, which is the Eighth Day, the first and unique
day of the New Creation, becomes the first day of the week. Sunday as the Eighth Day is a prophetic
sign and beginning of the coming “resurrection of the dead and life of the world to come” (Niceno-
Constantinopolitan Creed). In the remaining six days of the week, from Monday to Saturday, the
Church celebrated the fulfilment of God’s plan of salvation—from the creation of the world to the
achievement of its fullness and completion.

561 Monday is dedicated to the “second day of creation,” when God separated the waters within crea-
tion and made the firmament— “And God called the firmament heaven” (Gn 1:8)—the dwellers of
which are the angels. As the angels personify the invisible creation, so humans personify the visible. In . :
fact, humans are the crown of visible creation. Among the human race, however, according to the testi- Christ Our Pascha}
mony of Christ, there was none greater than John the Baptist. To him is dedicated Tuesday. The SR
Church dedicates Wednesday to the life-giving Cross of the Lord, remembering how through he TS : I
“craving for pleasure” the human race was expelled from paradise and the “tree of disobedience” brought death into the world;
Christ’s “tree of the Cross,” on the other hand, renewed life and granted incorruption. For the salvation of the world, The Father .
sends into the world his Son, “born of a woman” (Gal 4:4). This is why Wednesday is also dedicated to the most holy Mother of
God. The incarnate Son of God establishes his church on the apostles, whom he sends into the world: “As the Father has sent me, «
so I send you” (Jn 20:21). The pastoral solicitude of the Church for the people is personified by Saint Nicholas the Wonderwork- :
er, archbishop of Myra in Lycia. This is why Thursday is dedicated to the apostles and Saint Nicholas.

562 Fulfilling the will of the Father, Jesus Christ—the Lamb of God who takes upon himself the sin of the world (see Jn 1:29) ¢
—willingly accepts death on the Cross, and through the Cross conquers death. This is why Friday is the memorial of Christ’s |
saving crucifixion. The liturgical meaning of Saturday is expressed in the kontakion “O Lord, Maker of nature, the world offers |
you the godly martyrs as the first-fruits of nature”. In the services of Saturday, the Church embraces the entirety of the history of :
salvation, rendering praise to all the saints: “Apostles, prophets, martyrs, bishops, venerable and righteous ones, [you] finished «
the fight well and kept the faith.” On Saturday the Church also prays for the deceased. It does so in the faith and hope that they «
will find rest with the saints: “To the souls of your servants, O Christ, grant rest among the saints, where there is no pain, no sor-
row, no mourning, but only life without end.” (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
