MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

III. THE TIME AND SPACE OF THE CHURCH’S PRAYER.
B. THE CHURCH BUILDING---THE PLACE OF THE COMMUNITY’S PRAYER

582 At first, Christians gathered for prayer and the breaking of bread in their homes, and in times of perse- [ 4 22" ”“D% 2
cution it was in places where martyrs had been buried. Eventually, church buildings were erected over these ¥ %/
burial sites. Unlike pagan temples, where there was not place for the people, Christian churches were built as
places of gathering for the community. In fact, it is the community—the temple of the Living God—that
sanctifies the building, not the building that sanctifies the community.

583 An explanation for the origin of the Ukrainian word for temple (khram, translated for the Greek oikos,
meaning house) is that is derives from the word for palace (khoromy). This points to the grandeur and beauty
of the “house of God.” The Christian house of worship is also called church, form the Greek kyriake, which
means of the Lord, that is, a building dedicated to God. The Ukrainian name sobor (unified or conciliar
gathering) indicates a special place for the assembling of a Church community, headed by a bishop.

584 The church’s dome is a symbol of heaven, and the joining of the dome to the nave (Greek for boat) is
an image of the union of Christ the Head with his Church—his Body. It also symbolizes the joining of heav- NS BIoET
en and earth in Christ’s incarnation. Ukrainian churches are usually built with one, three, or five domes. One T ————" :
dome symbolizes the one God, three domes the Most Holy Trinity, and five domes Christ and the four evangelists.

585 The division of the church building into narthex, nave (or ‘temple of the faithful’), and sanctuary shows us that the Church
is oriented to the fullness of the kingdom. We enter the church through the narthex, which symbolizes the passage from everyday
care to “the one thing necessary” (see Lk 10:42)—the kingdom of God. The narthex is the place where the catechumens and the
penitents remained during the Liturgy of the Faithful; the initial Rites of both Baptism and Crowning are performed in the nar-
thex, as are several other services. (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
