Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

B. THE CHURCH BUILDING---THE PLACE OF THE COMMUNITY’S PRAYER = /a.f‘“‘“”:‘“
1. Icons. a. The Veneration of Holy Icons Yy .9
589 In the Incarnation of the Son of God, people “saw the one inaccessible as God become a man accessible
to all.” The Old Covenant forbade the making of an idol or even the representation of God, in order to protect
the people from idolatry: “You shall not make for yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is in
heaven above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth” (Ex 20:4). In the New
Covenant, the incarnate God, Jesus Christ, became accessible to our sight, hearing, and touch (see 1 Jn 1:1).
Therefore it became possible to depict him. I
590 According to Christian tradition, the oldest icons are the Savior Not-Made-by-Hands—the face of Christ [l
miraculously copied to a cloth—and the icon of the Mother of God, which, according to tradition, was written [SISHEOININZTPI
by the apostle and evangelist Luke. Such a tradition witnesses to the conviction that icons and icon veneration |-
accord with the apostolic faith.
591 One of the first Fathers who elaborated a theological foundation for icon veneration was Saint John of Damascus. He teach-
es: “I venerate the icon of Christ the incarnate God ... because the honor that we render unto the image belongs to the Prototype.”
In the icon, we venerate not the image but the imaged person, whom we prayerfully contemplate. This is because the icon raises
our mind from the image to the Prototype. The Seventh Ecumenical Council of 787 condemned Iconoclasm and confirmed the
veneration of icons of the Lord Jesus Christ, the most holy Mother of God, and the angels and saints. Along with this, the Coun-
cil distinguished between adoration, which is due exclusively to God (in Greek, latreia), and veneration (in Greek, proskynesis),
which we render unto icons, the Gospel Book, the cross and the relics of saints. We venerate icons by kissing and censing them,
and lighting candles and lamps before them. The icon is also the Church’s teaching expressed in images. Therefore it should be
written not arbitrarily but only according to iconographic canons which ensure that the faces of Christ, the Mother of God, and of
the saints are recognizable in all instances. (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
