CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

B. THE CHURCH BUILDING---THE PLACE OF THE COMMUNITY’S PRAYER
1. Icons. e. The Iconographic Program of the Church Building

610 After visiting the church of Hagia Sophia in Constantinople, the envoys of the Kyivan Prince Vo-
lodymyr described the majestic beauty they witnessed:

They led us to the place where they worship their God, and we did not know whether we were in heaven or on
earth. Because there does not exist on earth such a sight and such beauty—we cannot describe it. This we
know: that their God surely remains among the people and their worship is the best of all the lands. We can-
not ever forget that beauty, for everyone who first tastes of the sweet cannot thereupon take of the bitter.

611 Contemporary people realize that in the beauty of the church’s iconography they see before them the
embodiment of the eternal in the temporal, of the heavenly in the earthly. According to the words of Saint
Maximus the Confessor, the Christian church is an icon, that is, an image of the entire universe, both the visi-
ble and invisible.

612 The entire church may be covered with frescoes or mosaics of images of the events of salvation history.
The central dome is the place for the image of Christ the Almighty Ruler (in Greek, Pantocrator). Placing this image in the cen-
ter of the church proclaims that the Ruler of heaven and earth is at the same time the Head of his Body, the Church. In his left
hand he sometimes holds a globe—the symbol of the universe—and with his right he blesses. Angels are also depicted in the
dome. The four pendentives that unite the dome to the nave carry the images of the four evangelists who proclaimed to the world
the Good News of Christ.

613 Scenes and persons of salvation history are depicted on the walls of the nave. On the northern and southern walls are icons
of the Lord’s feasts or Marian feasts, or icons of the Passion of Christ or episodes form the lives of the saints. Below these are
icons of martyrs, confessors, venerable monks and nuns, and unmercenary healers. The images of these saints show that the
earthly Church and the heavenly Church are united in a single liturgical prayer. The saints and the faithful in the church stand
together before the face of the Most High.

614 In the eastern end of the church, in the sanctuary, is sometimes located the church’s patronal icon, but also the icon of the
Communion of the Apostles: two rows of apostles reverently approaching a Holy Tabel to receive Communion while Christ on
one side of the Holy Tabel offering the Holy Bread, his Body, and on the other, the cup of his Blood. This icon of the Eucharist is
a liturgical image of the Church. Indeed, the Church is born of the Eucharist and rows at the Lord’s Table with the apostles and
all the saints. On both sides of the sanctuary wall we also find icons of holy bishops, especially the authors of our two Anapho-
ras, Saint Basil the Great and Saint John Chrysostom. On the western wall it is customary to depict the Dormition of the Mother
of God or the Fearful (Last) Judgement. These icons at the exit of the church remind us that we are to think of the end of our
earthly life in light of the Mother of God’s blessed Dormition, totally offering ourselves into the hands of the Lord, or—if it is the
Fearful (Last) Judgement—to be ready to answer before God for the life we are living. In the narthex we frequently find an icon
of Christ’s Crucifixion. A church thus filled with icons is truly a sobor, an assembled gathering of the entire Church.
