Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

2. Veneration of Saints’ Relics VAV

615 At funerals, the Church shows respect to the body of every deceased person. She shows particular re-
spect to the bodies of the righteous who have been glorified (canonized as saints). When during his or her
earthly life a righteous person grows in sanctity, the grace of God that he or she receives transforms not only
their soul but also their body. The body that subjects itself to the soul and together with the soul strives for
sanctity is also gloried after death. During the general resurrection and into eternity, a person takes part in
communing with God in his or her glorified body. Relics are the remains of a deceased Christian whom the
Church has numbered among the choir of saints.

616 As the body of Christ shone in the Transfiguration, and his garment was a source of healing for the
woman suffering from a hemorrhage (see Mt 17:2; 9:20) and as healing came through the shadow of Peter
and the handkerchief of Paul (see Acts 5:15; 19:12), so also, after their death, the bodies of saints—and even
objects they used—can transmit the grace of healing, and strengthen in faith as well as sustain in their ascetic
efforts those who venerate them in faith. Saint John Chrysostom teaches: “God shared the martyrs with us. He took to himself
their souls and left their bodies to us so that their holy bones might remind us continually of their virtues.” And again: “The relics
of the holy martyrs cast away the evil demons. The devils tremble not only before the Crucified One, but also before the relics of
those who gave their life for him.”

617 In Ukrainian the word for relics (moshchi), which designates the bodily remains of a righteous person (whether incorrupti-
ble or not), comes from the Slavonic moshch, meaning strength or power. It expresses the wondrous power of God’s life in the
frailty of human death. Holy Scripture mentions the miracle of God’s power by which a dead man was brought back to life
through the relics of God’s prophet Elisha (see 2 Kgs 13:21). Christians venerated the relics of saints from early centuries, in
particular when on the graves of martyrs, they celebrated the Eucharist, which unites the living and the dead. Theses places, to-
gether with the buried relics, were considered holy—more precious than gold or jewels.

Who would allow me to touch the body of Paul, accost his tomb and see the remains of his body? I much desire to see the remains of
those lips by means of which Christ proclaimed such great and ineffable mysteries; to see the remains of his hands that were put
in chains; to see the remains of his eyes that were blinded and saw again for the salvation of the world; to see the remains of
those feet that journeyed throughout the world and were not exhausted. (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
