CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

5. Articles Used in Divine Services
a. Liturgical Vestments of the Deacon and Priest

633 When celebrating the Divine Services, members of the clergy wear liturgical vestments [, s ew
that symbolize new life in the Risen Christ. The splendor and beauty of the vestments express
the “good beauty” of the coming kingdom of God. The prayers said as the vestments are put on
convey the meaning of the vestments.

634  The first liturgical vestment of a deacon, priest, or bishop is the sticharion (from the Greek,
meaning tunic). This is a long garment, donned over the head and falling to the ankles. The
sticharion is “the garment of salvation” and “the robe of gladness,” a reminder of the Christian’s
bright baptismal robe. Over the sticharion the deacon puts on orarion. This is a long band which
hangs over the left shoulder and which the deacon raises as he calls the faithful to prayer. The
orarion symbolizes the wings of angels: deacons, like the angels who are “ministering spir-
its” (Ps 103[104]:4; Heb 1:14), are at the service of the liturgical community. Christ Our Paschal

635  Over the sticharion the priest puts on the epitrachelion (from the Greek, meaning on the e s e s
neck). This vestment signifies the grace that the Lord pours down on the ecclesial community EESERNENCRECRECIIN -
through him, and the “honorable yoke” of the priestly ministry. Without the epitrachelion the
priest does not perform any liturgical service. Over the epitrachelion the priest puts on the belt. This signifies his |
readiness to fulfill his ministry by the power of God. The epimanikia, or cuffs, that the priest puts on, are a sign that it :
is the Lord himself who acts through the hands of the priest.

636  Over all the other vestments the priest dons the phelonion (from the Greek, meaning coat.). It signifies the rlght-
eousness and sanctity with which the Lord vests the priest as he singles him out for sacred ministry.
