SACRAMENTS OF BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION: These Sacraments are administered upon a request by the parents, or if
you are an adult who wishes to be baptized, please contact Father Roman at least two weeks in advance. SPONSORS: Those who are
not registered and do not attend church on a regular basis are not eligible to be sponsors. Also, a sponsor must be at least 16 years old,
must have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Penance and Holy Eucharist. If married, the marriage must be recog-
nized by the Catholic Church.

Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.)

5. Articles Used in Divine Services. d. Liturgical Books

648 For the celebration of liturgical services, the Church uses several liturgical books: the Gospel Book, the
Epistle Book, the Psalter, the Liturgicon, the Horologion, the Octoechos, Menaia, the Lenten and Floral Trio-
dia, the Heirmlologion, the Trebnyk (Euchology), and the Typicon. These books contain the rich treasury of
the Christian tradition. They accompany the community and each Christian individually in their spiritual
growth and progress in the knowledge of God.

649 Principal among the books are those that contain parts of Holy Scripture. The Gospel Book is the litur-
gical book that contains the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John. It is divided into sections, called i
pericopes, that are read during the liturgical year. The Epistle Book contains the readings from the Acts of e
the Apostles, the letters of Saint Paul, and the universal epistles of Saint Peter, Saint John, Saint James, and (@ et a@ I il LI ]
Saint Jude. In the Psalter we find the 150 Psalms of King David, divided into 20 kathismata (from the Greek, CATECHISM OF THI
meaning sittings). Each kathisma is a section of the Psalter, read sequentially during services throughout the
week. When a lay Christian dies, the entire Psalter is read over the deceased as an expression of vigilant prayer before God.

650 The texts of the Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom and Saint Basil the Great, along with the Liturgy of the Presancti-
fied Gifts, are contained in the Liturgicon (in Slavonic, sluzhebnyk). A bishop’s liturgicon, on the other hand, is called an Arhier-
aticon. It contains the hierarch’s order of the Liturgy, along with the additional prayers, rites, and services performed only by a
