SACRAMENTS OF BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION: These Sacraments are administered upon a request by the parents, or if
you are an adult who wishes to be baptized, please contact Father Roman at least two weeks in advance. SPONSORS: Those who
are not registered and do not attend church on a regular basis are not eligible to be sponsors. Also, a sponsor must be at least 16 years
old, must have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Penance and Holy Eucharist. If married, the marriage must be
recognized by the Catholic Church.

MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS: You may have noticed that we have been working on some long overdue projects at the Cathe-
dral and the Hall, thanks to the generosity of our parishioners and friends, and to various fundraising efforts.

Here we present a Catechetical rubric about the 10 Commandments from the Ukrainian Catholic Catechism “Christ is our Pascha”.

C. THE PLACE OF FAMILY PRAYER—THE DOMESTIC CHURCH.
4. Reading Holy Scripture and Spiritual Literature in the Family

664  Daily reading of Scripture, especially the New Testament, should be joined organically to the practice of daily
prayers. For in prayer we address God and in Holy Scripture God speaks to us. The Word of God helps parents to
raise their children and helps children to respect their parents. Having understood this, the family will turn to Holy
Scripture as to their best counsellor.

665 Spiritual literature, which includes the Lives of the Saints, the works of the Fathers of the
Church, and ascetical literature, favors the establishment and development of one’s personality in [l o 25"
the grace of the Holy Spirit. As one reads spiritual literature (e.g., the Patericon of the Kyivan-
Caves Monastery, or the Confessions of Saint Augustine), one learns the experience of repentance
and conversion. In the process of spiritual growth, a person must walk along the difficult path of
ascesis---overcoming sinful habits and temptations, and struggling with passions. This path was
described by the ascetics in their works (e.gl., Saint John of the Ladder in his Ladder of Divine As-
cent).

666 Through the centuries, the most accessible and beneficial work for family reading was and [
remains the Lives of the Saints. In their lives, the saints are shown in a variety of situations of life i
that they resolve because of the sanctity of their lives—a sanctity derived from cooperation with Christ Our Pascha
God’s grace. Every family member’s growth in sanctity, similar to the saints, is the principal aim [ TSI EEOHEEe
of the family community.

667  Besides the reading of religious literature, the spiritual life of the domestic church is fostered by the viewing of
religious films, television programs, religious sites on the internet, and by listening to religious radio programs and
recordings on evangelical themes, as well as by reading Christian magazines. All this will help the contemporary
family to find eternal spiritual treasures. It will also help them to draw responsibly and constructively from authentic
spiritual and cultural springs, to react against a simplistic and coarse understanding of the family, as well as erroneous
views of the human person, society, and the natural environment. Thus all that is sacred and magnificent in the
church building will also have its place In the domestic church.
