SACRAMENTS OF BAPTISM AND CONFIRMATION: These Sacraments are administered upon a
request by the parents, or if you are an adult who wishes to be baptized, please contact Father Roman at
least two weeks in advance. SPONSORS: Those who are not registered and do not attend church on a reg-
ular basis are not eligible to be sponsors. Also, a sponsor must be at least 16 years old, must have received the Sacraments of Bap-
tism, Confirmation, Penance and Holy Eucharist. If married, the marriage must be recognized by the Catholic Church.

MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to
make an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including
Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray.

Here we present a Catechetical rubric about the 10 Commandments from the Ukrainian Catholic Catechism “Christ is our Pascha”.
Hopefully our faithful will benefit from this rubric and thus deepen their knowledge of our faith in general and Catechesis in particular. :

UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CATECHISM “CHRIST IS OUR PASCHA”
Part II: THE PRAYER OF THE CHURCH (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletms)
IV. THE PERSONAL PRAYER OF THE CHRISTIAN.
C. The “Our Father”

675 The “Our Father” is the core of Holy Scripture, an “epitome of the whole Goslpel.” Located in
the Sermon on the Mount—the teaching about the new life of the Christian—it unites within itself the
revelation of God as Father, and our filial response of faith, in which “with confidence” we ask the
Father for “that which we need” (see Mt 6:32; Lk 12:30). We call this prayer, which we received and
learned from the Lord himself, the Lord’s Prayer. Thus, he is both the Teacher and Model of our pray-
er.

676 In the invocation “Our Father” we profess that God is Father, and that we are his children. Call-
ing him “our,” we embrace all people in this prayer—children of the one God, we become brothers and
sisters among ourselves. The word “Father” is a word of grace and love. It may be pronounced only by
the Father’s sons and daughters in Christ: “Because you are children, God has sent the Spirit of his
Son into our hearts, crying, ‘Abba! Father!” So you are no linger a slave but a child, and if a child then
an heir, through God” (Gal 4:6 -7). In this first word of the prayer, and then in all the subsequent :
phrases, we pronounce our filial “yes” to God the Father and to our brothers and sisters in service to Christ Our Pascha B
each other. Calling God the Father who is “in heaven,” Christ teaches us that heaven is the aim of our Toamsina
life: heaven is where the glory of God is manifested, and where the righteous will receive the eternal RSO ORISRt
reward. Heaven is what we await in the “hope [in which] we were saved” (Rom 8:24).

677 By the words “hallowed be Thy name” we confess that holiness belongs to God alone. At the same time, we ask that we who |

were sanctified through Baptism, might be made partaker of God’s sanctity, and that we would “be holy and blameless before

him” (Eph 1:4). This is so that through our prayer and righteous life the Name of God may be hallowed among people (see Mt -
5:16) and in all creation. In the petition “Thy kingdom come, “we ask that the grace of God that is in us (see Lk 17:21) might

grow and increase in the whole world. This petition, just like “Marana tha” (meaning Come, Lord), refers to the final coming of s
the kingdom of God, but it is also already answered: this kingdom is revealed in the Eucharist and is active in the new life of
Christians as they live according to the commandments of the Beatitudes.

678 With the words “’Thy will be done,” we accept the Father’s Plan concerning us. This is because we imitate Christ’s prayer
in the garden of Gethsemane: “Father ... not my will but yours be done” (Lk 22:42). In other words, we profess our faith that the
will of the Father is the life and salvation of every person; God does not desire that any should perish (see 2 Pt 3:9), but that ;
“everyone be saved and come to the knowledge of the truth” (1 Tim 2:4). The Father, who in his will so loved the world that he
gave us his Only-Begotten Son (see Jn 3:16), awaits from us in turn this same kind of love. He expects us to love one another as «
the Lord has loved us (see Jn 13:34). Fulfilling the will of the Father, we become like Christ, the Son of God, cultivating within
ourselves the same thoughts and manner of life that were in him (see Phil 2:5). In this way, we shall attain the freedom of the ¢
children of God. When “the will of God is ‘done on earth as it is in heaven,’ the earth will remain earth no longer... we shall all
become heaven.”
