CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

2. Types of Prayer.
b. Thanksgiving.
813 The prayer of thanksgiving flows from a person’s realization that all that one is and all that

one has is a gift from God. Only by standing before the face of the Creator in prayer can we un-
derstand the words: “You brought us form nothingness into being, and after we fell, You raised
us up again. You did not cease doing everything until You led us to heaven and granted us Your
future kingdom.” Our grateful response for such infinite divine gifts is a heartfelt shout of
thanksgiving to our Creator and Savior for his work of creation and salvation. “I give thanks to
You, O Lord my God, with my whole heart, and I will glorify your name forever. For great is
your steadfast love toward me; you have delivered my soul from the depths of Sheol” (Ps 85
[86]: 12-13).

814 The summit of thanksgiving to God is the Divine Liturgy, in which the Church gathers to
celebrated the Eucharist. The word eucharistia means thanksgiving. Consequently, to participate
in the Eucharist also means to be a partaker in the universal thanksgiving of Christ’s Church. In \ .
the Eucharistic Prayer (Anaphora) the Church prays to the Heavenly Father: “For all this we give . :
thanks to You, to Your only-begotten Son and Your Holy Spirit; for all things which we know Christ Our Pascha}
and do not know, the benefits bestowed upon us both manifest and hidden.” CATECHISM OF THI

815 Saint Basil the Great describes for us a profound experience of the prayer of thanksgiving: |

Now if we bear a natural love and good will toward our benefactors and undergo any kind of hard-
ship to make a return for what was first rendered to us, what words can fitly treat of the gifts of God? So many are they in®
number as even to defy enumeration; so great and marvellous are they that a single one of them claims for the Giver all our ;
gratitude.
