Also, a sponsor must be at least 16 years old,
must have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Penance and Holy Eucharist. If married, the marriage must be recog-
nized by the Catholic Church.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

2. Types of Prayer.

c. Penitential Prayer

816 Penitential prayer (or prayer of repentance) is not only a manifestation of sorrow for trespasses committed but also a s
turning of the penitent to his Creator: “As a deer longs for flowing streams, so longs my soul for you, O God” (Ps 41 :
[42]:2). A person’s repentance goes through three stages: 1) conversion—turning away from sin and returning to life in
God; 2) purification—healing from passions and cleansing from the consequences of sin; and 3)
union with God in contemplation. All three stages find expression in the penitential prayers of
the Church.

817 Penitential prayers typically consist of two parts. Initially, the penitent realizes who the
Lord is, acknowledges his majesty, holiness, and purity, and his active mercy towards a sinner.
The penitent then recognizes the difference between God’s holiness and their own sinfulness,
and the dissimilarity between themselves and God. “For you [God] are just in all that you have
done to us ... For we have sinfully and lawlessly departed from you (Dan 3:27, 29). Penitential
prayer consists in the sinner asking for mercy, so that by the grace of the Holy Spirit, they may
achieve likeness to God and union with him. The words of the publican, “God, be merciful to me
a sinner!” (Lk 18:13), are an example of penitential prayer. The liturgical petition “Lord, have
mercy” is the most common form of such prayer.

818 The Great Canon of Saint Andrew of Crete is the finest and most complete model of peni-
tential prayer. This ancient text serves as a school of prayer for communal-liturgical and individ-
ual penitential prayer. The Canon contains penitential meditations on Holy Scripture, as well as
moral and ascetical teachings and exhortations: it reflects deep emotion and the experlence of Chrlgt OUI' PdS(,hd j
remorse. It is sung to a particular chant and is accompanied by penitential gestures, that is, deep CATECHISM OF THI :
prostrations (the great metania). Thus, the entire person—intellect, will, emotions, and body—is UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH
incorporated into the dynamic of pemtentlal prayer. The fruit of such penltentlal prayer is the ’
capacity to accept the grace of conversion, purification, and union with God. In other words, the person who prays thus is
able to receive inner transfiguration.
