CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

F. Ascesis that Enlightens e Y

1. Obedience to the Will of God (God’s Law as a Calling to True Freedom)

822 In the history of salvation, the Lord calls humankind to participation in his eternal life. To this end he
makes a covenant with Israel, and subsequently, through the blood of his Only-Begotten Son, he enters into a
new and eternal covenant with his People. In accepting this covenant, a person fulfills God’s will and keeps
his Law. The psalmist sings: “If your law had not been my delight, I should have perished in my affliction. I
will never forget yOuir precepts; for my them you have given me life” (Ps 118[119]:92-93)

823 Out of love for us, the Lord reveals to us his Law as the “path of life” (see Ps 15[16]:11). We are called
to walk along this path which leads from the slavery of sin to the freedom of God’s children. This paschal
character of God’s Law 1nd1cates the goal and substance of the Christian calling. Therefore, God s Law in no

ing of your words gives light; 1t 1mparts understanding to the simple. With my open mouth I pant because I
long for your commandments” (Ps 118[119]:130-131).

824 Saint John Chrysostom notes that God’s will, which the Lord has revealed in the moral law, is humanity’s support and the
measure of moral judgments:

Consider that the judging faculty of the soul is disordered. Just as a balance, if its beam be unsteady, moves round, and does not
show accurately the weight of things placed in it; so the soul, if it has not the beam of its own thoughts fixed, and firmly riveted
to the law of God, being carried round and drawn down, will not be able to judge aright of its actions.

825 Jesus Christ taught his disciples to pray to the Father: “Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven” (Mt 6:10). In explain-
ing these words, Saint Cyprian notes: “We who desire to abide forever should do the will of God, who is everlasting. Now that is
the will of God which Christ both did and taught ... [To do the will of God] is to desire to be fellow-heirs with Christ (see Rom
8:17); this is to do the commandment of God; this is to fulfill the will of the Father.” (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
