CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

II. THE PERSON IN CHRIST AS A NEW CREATION '

F. Ascesis that Enlightens
2. Spiritual Fatherhood / Motherhood

829  The primary goal of spiritual fatherhood/motherhood is to facilitate the perfecting of a
person, so that they may achieve the holiness to which God is calling them. This, in fact, is the
shared goal of both disciple and teacher. Therefore, spiritual direction takes place in the con-
text of sincere friendship between spiritual father/mother and son/daughter. In the spiritual tra-
dition of the Fathers of the Church, the point is to have a divine friendship in an atmosphere
where both teacher and disciple ascend to the heights of divinization and mature to a divine
fullness of life in the Holy Spirit.

830  The spiritual father/mother performs his or her service with the blessing of the Church.
This blessing is given to people called by God to lead others to holiness. They have personal
experience in the spiritual life. A Christian freely chooses a spiritual director as a guide on the
common road of salvation, travelling together in a spirit of friendship and trust. The experience
of the spiritual father/mother allows him or her to recognize the gifts of God’s grace and to
propose concrete ways for the person to grow spiritually. In parish life, spiritual direction is
exercised primarily, though not exclusively, in holy Confession. (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
