MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

Part II: THE PRAYER OF THE CHURCH (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletins)

III. THE TIME AND SPACE OF THE CHURCH’S PRAYER /

A. Introduction: Unity of the Visible and Invisible in the Liturgical Life of the Church :

533 The Church’s Divine Services constitute God’s service to people and the people’s service to God. The Father, Son, and
Holy Spirit---the God we cannot see—manifests his presence through liturgical actions. The Son of God, Jesus Christ, became
human for the salvation of humans, to lift them to the “things not seen” (Heb 11:1). In the liturgical services people discover and
recognize God’s grace, love, peace, and salvation. And they mystically enter the kingdom of God. In the celebration of the litur-
gical services, people reach the unreachable God, that is, they are divinized (see 2 Pt 1:4). ,

534 In Christian worship, the High Priest is Christ himself: “For it is you who offer and you who are offered.” He is the Priest
who offers sacrifice and is himself the Sacrifice. In the Church, this offering of Christ becomes visible in liturgical services. .
There the faithful offer “[themselves] and one another and [their] whole life to Christ.” Through the visible signs of worship peo- :
ple grow in the interior spiritual divine service which Saint Paul called rational worship when he wrote: “I appeal to you there-
fore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is
your spiritual [rational] worship” (Rom 12:1) (in Church Slavonic, slovesnoye sluzheniye, from slovo—logos). s

535 The earthly liturgy is inseparably united to the invisible heavenly liturgy: “Let us who mystically represent the cherubim :
and sing the Thrice-Holy Hymn to the life-giving Trinity now lay aside all cares of life, that we may re- :
ceive the King of all, escorted invisibly by ranks of angels.” Because of Christ’s Incarnation, heaven,
which is unseen, sfoops to earth, and that which is visible on earth, on account of the Resurrection, is
filled with the unseen heavenly. This is why the liturgy is heaven on earth, and during its celebration we,
who are earthly, partake of heavenly bread, that is, Christ. Indeed, the Eucharist is the union of the seen
and unseen, the earthly and the heavenly, the human and the divine—of time and eternity. Such joining
of time and eternity in the Church’s liturgy is vividly described by Saint John Chrysostom:

We believe not the very things which we see, but some things we see and others believe. For such is the na-
ture of our Mysteries. ...The unbeliever, hearing of a washing, counts it merely as water: but I behold not
simply the thing which is seen, but the purification of the soul, which of the soul, which is by the Spirit.

536 In a visible way, the Divine Services reveal the ecclesial community as an icon of the unseen com-
munity of Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Through visible rites, the services celebrated by the Church act
on our bodily senses: we see the church and the icons, we hear the prayerful singing, we smell the fra- . '
grance of the incense, we taste “how good the Lord is,” and we touch with our lips the icons and Gospel Christ Our Pascha
Book. All our bodily senses take part in worship, so that we may wholly—in body, soul, and spirit— |EEEEHEEHENCINEN. -
