MARRIAGE: The Sacrament of Marriage requires a time of spiritual preparation. Couples planning to be married are asked to make
an appointment with Father Roman at least six months before the wedding to set a date and to begin preparations, including Pre-Cana.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

Here we present a Catechetical rubric about the 10 Commandments from the Ukrainian Catholic Catechism “Christ is our Pascha”.
Hopefully our faithful will benefit from this rubric and thus deepen their knowledge of our faith in general and Catechesis in particular. :

UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CATECHISM “CHRIST IS OUR PASCHA” f
Part II: THE PRAYER OF THE CHURCH (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletins)
IV. THE PERSONAL PRAYER OF THE CHRISTIAN. :
C. The “Our Father”

679 As children of God, with confidence we can ask for that which we need most: bread, forgiveness,
the overcoming of temptation, and liberation from the Evil One. When we ask for the bread “that is for
existence” (as the text of Matthew literally suggests), we ask the Father to give us daily bread, neces-
sary for earthly life, and “heavenly” bread, the Eucharist. Anyone who eats of this heavenly Bread will
not die but will live forever (see Jn 6:50-51). By this petition, Jesus Christ teaches us “to desire and ask
for that which is indispensable for our life and the life of our neighbors, but also to be satisfied with the
essential and not to crave the superfluous. He also teaches us to desire life in evangelical poverty, to
which all are called.”

680 By reciting the words “forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us,” we
receive forgiveness from God the Father for ourselves inasmuch as we forgive those who have
wronged us. The Father who forgives us our sins desires that we do the same: “For if you forgive oth-
ers their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you; but if you do not forgive others, nei- :
ther will you Father forgive your trespasses” (Mt 6:14-15; see Mk 11:25-26). An offense is not only a Pascha B
sin or wrong that has been committed; it is also the debt of a good deed not rendered. Thus a gift from Toamsina
God wasted or not made use of for God’s glory and the service of our neighbor is an offense. UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH

681 In the petition “lead us not into temptation,” we express our faith that God will not allow us to be
tempted beyond our endurance, and that with every temptation he will give us the strength to resist (see 1 Cor 10:13). We do not
ask God to remove all temptations because trials are a testing for the soul and an occasion for good works. Struggles with tempta-
tions strengthen the soul in goodness and so the apostle James teaches: “My brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of any «
kind, consider it nothing but joy” (Jas 1:2). We pray that “temptations may not overcome us, that we not succumb to them, and
that we not fail in the struggle; we ask God not to allow our fall in temptations.” i

682 In the words “deliver us from evil,” we express awareness of our frailty, and pray to the Father that through the wiles of the ¢
Evil One we should not fall away from him who is our greatest Good. In asking God’s protection from the Evil One, who takes ¢
advantage of the propensity of our will to wrong and of our mind to error, we profess our faith in our victory over evil, for
“where sin increased, grace abounded all the more” (Rom 5:20). At the Divine Liturgy the priest concludes the “Our Father” with
a doxology praising the Triune God, to whom belong the kingdom, the power and the glory, now and for ever and ever. “Then |
we say, ‘Amen,” which means ‘So be it,” thus setting [our] seal upon the petitions of the prayer given to us by the divine teacher.”

683 Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky teaches the following about the significance of the “Our Father” for the Christian’s spir- <
itual life:

If we pray in a properly Christian way we cannot say more than what is contained in the Lord’s Prayer. This is because we cannot ¢
desire anything better or higher or more suitable for us than the desires we express in the petitions of the Our Father. The Our |
Father is the last word in prayer, it is the absolute prayer. We might even say that outside of this prayer, there is no prayer. Every- ;
thing that is prayer is contained in this prayer. (will be cont’d in next bulletins)

The church provides special norms and guidelines to assist the faithful during their spiritual journey throughout
the Great Fast. These spiritual aids are to be considered helpful practices for spiritual enrichment that the faithful
should warmly embrace during Great Lent and Holy Week, that precede the glorious Feast of the Resurrection of Our
Lord, Pascha. May our Lord bestow His grace and blessing upon you during this holy season as you journey through
the Great Fast.

Spiritual Regulations for the Great Fast: Although our Church traditionally prescribed abstention from meat and dairy
products in days gone by for the entire duration of the Great Fast, the following are the minimal Lenten regulations today:

Abstinence from meat and all dairy products on the First Day of the Great Fast and on Good Friday.

Abstinence from meat only on all Fridays of the Great Fast as well as Holy Saturday. It is also traditional to abstain from
meat on Wednesdays during the Great Fast.

Everyone should receive the Holy Mysteries of Reconciliation and Holy Eucharist during the period from the onset of
Great Fast to the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday.

The Fasting and Abstinence regulations are not binding on persons 60 or older, the very poor, sick, nursing or pregnant
women, children below the age of 14, and those who engage in physically very hard labor. However, all are urged, if able to
do so, to observe the fasting and abstinence regulations.

All the faithful are urged to attend the Lenten services such as Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, Stations of the Cross,
Akafist of the Passion, and the Commemoration of the Deceased (Sorokousty).

Such good deeds as almsgiving, visitation of the sick, Bible reading and praying for vocations to the priesthood and reli-
gious life are most earnestly recommended to all the Faithful. This year, families are especially urged to pray together in the
mornings and evenings.

Great Fast Liturgical Guidelines: The weekdays of the Great Fast are aliturgical. No Divine Liturgy, even for funerals,
should be celebrated. Funeral Divine Liturgies are permitted on the liturgical day of Saturday. On Wednesdays and Fridays of
the Great Fast, the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts is to be celebrated. Typika may be used the other days. The Divine Litur-
gy of St. Basil the Great is to be celebrated for Sunday Liturgies during this time.

During Holy Week, the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts is to be celebrated on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday.
There is no Divine Liturgy celebrated on Good Friday and Holy Saturday. On Holy Thursday, Vespers with Divine Liturgy of
St. Basil the Great should be celebrated. On Holy Saturday, Vespers with the Divine Liturgy of St. Basil the Great is to be cel-
ebrated.
