CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

POSTURE DURING EASTER SEASON: During the season of the Pentecost, which extends from Easter to the Descent of the Ho-
ly Spirit, as a sign of the joy of the Resurrection we do not make any bows, nor do we kneel. The Council of Nicea (325) gave us the
following rule regarding the matter: “Since there are some who kneel on the day of the Lord and during the season of the Pentecost,
for the sake of uniformity in all eparchies, the Council decrees that during that time prayers be offered up to God while stand-
ing” (canon 20). A similar decree was issued by the Sixth Ecumenical Council in the 90th rule. Also, the prayer “Heavenly King” is
not recited until Pentecost Sunday.

Part II: THE PRAYER OF THE CHURCH (cont’d from previous weeks’ bulletins)
IV. THE PERSONAL PRAYER OF THE CHRISTIAN. E. The Place and Time of Prayer.
1. Entering into Solitude for Prayer. Whenever you pray, go into your room. (Mt 6:6)

699 In the Sermon on the Mount, Christ taught us that during prayer we should “go into our room and shut the
door.” The Fathers of the spiritual life frequently offered interpretations of these words. They understood them
as an injunction to direct our attention deep within ourselves. This is the interior attention to which Saint Basi
the Great refers in his appeal to “Attend to yourself!” The liturgical “Let us be attentive!” continually reminds us
of this. The most important reaction to this call is to increase our attention to what is going on within ourselves.
2. How often Should We Pray?. Pray without ceasing (I Thes 5:17)

sively bring prayer closer to our daily affairs until prayer becomes one of our main daily activities and all other endeavors are
filled with the spirit of prayer. This is why prayer and wok are two mutually dependent aspects of the Christian way of life. If
filled with communion with God, the Christian’s life is transformed into a feast, and it becomes a time for our sanctification and
