If married, the marriage must be
recognized by the Catholic Church.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

f- Acedia (Despondency) and Its Opposite Virtue—Cheerfulness of Spirit ) ,L:ﬁ’*“‘“ b

771 The Holy Fathers described despondency (in Greek, akedia) as exhaustion and fatigue of | /
the soul. A melancholic person underestimates the power of the Lord, but a despondent person
underestimated God’s mercy. Melancholy drives a person to rely only on his or her own
strength, while acedia completely deprives him or her of hope. The Holy Fathers called acedia
the “noonday demon” (see Ps 90[91]:6). It extinguishes one’s vigor for spiritual development.
Acedia gives rise to feelings of desolation and aversion for life, and a sense of its emptiness, as
well as to a loss of confidence in one’s salvation. It leads to a person’s psychological and physi-
cal exhaustion; one succumbs to laziness and becomes discouraged and incapable of spiritual
combat.

772 Evagrius Ponticus describes the manifestations of acedia:

[The noonday demon] instills in the heart of a monk a hatred for the place, a hatred for his very life
itself, a hatred for manual labor. He leads him to reflect that charity has departed from among [ St @)its P ascha I
the brethren, that there is no one to give encouragement...This demon drives him along to de- e
sire others places where he can more easily procure life’s necessities, more readily find work RUSEINENSSIOAEO ST
and make a real success of himself...No other demon follows close upon the heels of this one
(when he is defeated), but only a state of deep peace and inexpressible joy arise out of this struggle.

Prayer, work, and constant spiritual training (ascesis) help to combat acedia.

773 The virtue of cheerfulness of spirit or sobriety of mind gives a person the means to renew one’s spiritual strength and :
continue spiritual combat with the help of God’s grace. “Therefore prepare your minds for action; discipline yourselves; set
all you hope on the grace that Jesus Christ will bring you when he is revealed” (1 Pt 1:13). Saint Isaac the Syrian teaches:
“If we observe the law of vigilance and practice discernment with knowledge, from which the fruit of life is reaped, then :
the struggle with the assaults of the passions will in nowise draw near our mind.” (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
