CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

II. THE PERSON IN CHRIST AS A NEW CREATION

E. Prayer in the Spiritual Life. c. Prayer of the Heart

805 Prayer of the heart is prayer that encompasses the entire person—one’s inner “l.” Prayer of
the heart creates a continual bond between a person and God. It is therefore unceasing. The
apostle Paul exhorts us to “pray without ceasing” (1 Thes 5:17). Through this bond with God, a
person is counted worthy of divine grace, and experiences God’s love and spiritual joy. In prayer
of the heart, a person comes to know God as Father, sees oneself as God’s child, and recognizes
all others as brothers and sisters, children of one and the same Father.

806 In prayer of the heart, a person gradually makes a transition from prayer as a separate action
to prayer as an inner state of permanently abiding with God. A person no longer needs many
words to pray. An example of such prayer of the heart is the Jesus Prayer: Lord Jesus Christ, Son
of God, have mercy on me, a sinner (us, sinners).

807 The fruit of prayer of the heart is healing—the restoration of a person’s wholeness of being. \
Prayer does not separate a person from life; on the contrary, it encompasses one’s entire life, @Rt O aseh:
