CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

E. Prayer in the Spiritual Life. d. Contemplative Prayer R

808 Contemplative prayer, which cannot be expressed in words, is the highest degree of prayer. It is a ’
gift of the Holy Spirit. This gift can be received only by a person who has completely purified one’s
mind and heart with the help of an experienced spiritual guide. When a person in prayer meets God in the
depths of one’s heart, one already here on earth directly experiences that which the apostle Paul describes
as seeing God “face to face” (1 Cor 13:12). The person “sees” the One in whim he or she has believed.
The person abides in God’s presence. The apostle Paul compares this new state of the person to a
“seeing” of God. Contemplative prayer consists in God allowing himself to be seen by a human being;
therefore, it is a “seeing” of the Invisible One. Naturally, this is not a matter of physical vision with the
eyes of the body. Contemplation begins in silence, which a person achieves through laying aside word,
images, and conceptions born in thought.

809 In contemplative prayer a person experiences more deeply that divine Archetype (Model) according
to which we were created. When one abides with God, one gradually comes to see things the way God Christ Our Pasch:
sees them. The human intellect is incapable of contemplating God as long as it is disturbed by anxious CATECHISM OF THI
thoughts. The Holy Fathers compared restless thoughts to waves on the sea. As long as the sea is covered I AN CATHOLIC CHURCH
in waves, the water is murky. On the other hand, when the sea is calm, one sees through the water to the
